I was born in Mexico City in 1975 and later moved with my family to
Puebla City, where I grew up. My first experience in ministry began at the age
of 14, when I joined my parish choir. I remained in the choir for nearly 10 years,
where I discovered a love for music and learned to play the guitar. Later, I
became an Altar Server, and it was through serving at the altar that I developed
a deep appreciation for the liturgy. During that time, I felt the call to the priesthood.

At the age of 22, while completing my first year of college, I entered the Seminario Palafoxiano in Puebla
City in 1996, where I studied for 10 years in preparation for the priesthood. I was ordained on June 29, 2005.

Since then, I have had the blessing of serving as an Associate Pastor in two parishes in the Archdiocese of
Puebla, Mexico, and in two parishes here in the Archdiocese of Chicago—St. Nicholas of Tolentine, St. Agnes of
Bohemia, and most recently, Pastor at Sacred Heart and St. Eulalia Parish. I have lived in Chicago for the past 15
years and was formally incardinated into the Archdiocese of Chicago in 2018.

Throughout my 20 years as a priest, I have continuously felt the presence and guidance of God and His
Holy Spirit. Now, I feel called to share that journey and experience with all of you at Our Lady of the Mount and
Mary, Queen of Heaven. As we begin this new chapter together, let us embrace our faith and trust in God’s plan,
confident that our Lord Jesus will be our light and strength.
